9.                What are your favorite lines/quotes? Copy them into your reading log/journal and explain why these passages caught your attention.
1.) “But I can see. I can see everything. I can see things that Mom and Dad can’t. Or won’t.” (p. 4).
I like this line because sometimes our parents are so busy that they may overlook details. Details can be extremely important. Just because our parents or families overlook things does not mean they do not care, however. We should be patient if we possess knowledge that they do not.

2.) “I followed slowly, angry at Mom for calling attention to my eyesight. She wanted a tour of the place because she’s nosy and wants to see everything for herself. It wasn’t because I can’t see, because I can. I can see just fine.” (p. 24).
I enjoyed this line because my own mother also wants to see “everything for herself.” When I was in school, she got a tour of each school I ever went to. When I moved out, she saw each of my apartments immediately. Now that I’m an adult, she is still involved and still wants tours, but not everywhere.

I know that mothers do this because they care. They are doing it to make sure that the places we frequent are safe and up to standard. Also, sometimes my mother notices things that I did not!
3.) "I went right along with the story. I even told it myself. It gave me a special kindergarten identity… I was living proof that you shouldn't look at an eclipse or you'll go blind.”  (p.33).
I related to this quote because I was the first kid in kindergarten to get glasses. I was at a movie with my mom, and at the end I couldn’t read any of the credits. I remember asking my mother “Am I supposed to be able to see that?”
